This woman has been battered by her husband because she presented him the lawyer's notification for the divorce procedure she began. "He became crazy, he beated me, broke the marble table 4 cm thick, I was scared, I gave the children to my neighbour.

N… has been physically abused for several years. « He was breaking all the furniture, using my money, throwing furniture and dishes out of the window. He locked me up and deprived me from food for several days. He has teared up my identity papers. One day, he stabbed my face. He wanted to disfigure me so that no other man would ever look at me. »

Marseille, 2am

This woman has locked herself in her home. She is terrorized. Her husband has beaten her again tonight, like every night. But tonight, she has decided she has had enough and she has told him. He had a rifle. She managed to call the police. He broke her wrist and ran away. The police found him at 5am, armed with a rifle. He was put in police custody then handed over to justice.

This 26 year-old woman has been living with her boyfriend for 5 years. « He has started beating me after a year. It is the first time it has been so serious.
